No Garbage in Recycle
Bin - that includes grass
clippings, used clothing
etc - Please check our
website www.radisson.ca
under the “Town Services” tab for what is
acceptable and what isn’t. All items must
be placed in the cart - not beside.

Carts go on the street - wheels to curb - this
“ allows for easy pick up
by the truck and please,
do not over load. The
truck may be able to pick
it up but the bottom will
fall out of your cart!

If your container cannot be picked up due
to unacceptable material, over weight/filled
etc, a tag will be placed on your cart and

the problem will need to be addressed
before the next pick up date.
